When the tree is planted you will receive a 

photograph of its planting and information 

about it‘s therapeutic uses, E.G. The Neem 

Tree(Muararbain)  is a wonderful medical 

plant, the seed, leaves and bark are all used 

in the making of medicines.  It is anti-

fungal, and anti-bacterial….

Plants, bushes and trees are currently 

grown, planted  and natured on a farm 

(Shimba) associated with 26000 Bricks. They 

will be transplanted when the sites are ready 

to receive them. 

Each plant will improve the habitats of flora 

and fauna and we will provide medicines for 

the future. You can sponsor a plant at any 

time to trade for carbon dioxide emissions 

for  your car, train, and plane travel. Each 

plant is planted with a card identifying the 

donator, who it was donated for, and a  short 

message.
